Palm Sunday and Preparation for the Holy Week 
 Hosanna! Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord! 

 
 In the next eight days of holy week, let us pass in silence and con-
templation in the presence of God. Not asking God to solve our prob-
lems, but asking for the wisdom to accept our human condition. The ho-
ly week simply yet powerfully reminds us that there are times in our life 
when we are helpless. We are faced with questions that have no answers 
and mysteries that have no solutions. Yet, there is a meaning and depth 
in that silence and absence. Because at a particular time in history, God 
shared that human condition ï the mystery of incarnation. Jesus shared 
in our human condition, including suffering and death. He is not just a 
victim for atonement. God the Father does not demand a sacri-
fice. Rather, he is a victim of human sinful choices.  He does not go to 
the cross knowing that he will be raised, rather, he goes to the cross, be-
ing aware that there is a deep meaning in the fulfilment of the purpose of 
life ï the Will of the Father.  
 But the story of Jesus does not end with the cross. God the Father 
raises him up, in his own time. There is an end to suffering. There is 
meaning in the human condition and the hope of transcendence.  Yet, the 
resurrection does not change the history of the cross. It embraces the 
cross and rises beyond it. The Risen Christ still carries the wounds, but 
He is alive! There is a similar continuity in my own history of suffering 
and rising to new life.  ñUnless a grain of wheat falls into the earth and 
dies, it remains only a single grain; but if it dies it yields a rich har-
vestò (Jn 12:24). 
 Let us participate in all liturgies of the Holy Week in a more mean-
ingful manner. As we enter into the Holy Week asking the Lord to re-
deem us with a slogan of Hosanna, we try to find meaning for our own 
sufferings in the crucified Jesus, and share the hope of the risen Jesus in 
order that we come out of the Holy Week to live a new life. Have a 
blessed Holy Week.
